8 Hook Crystal "B" into the "plain" bracket of ring 2. See diagram 4 on page 6.
 Hook small Crystal "C" into every second "Y" bracket of ring 2. NOTE: Line-up with Ring 1 
bracket. Crystal "C" and Crystal "E" line-up with one another. See diagram 5 on page 6.
Hook large Crystal "D" into the remaining "Y" brackets on the ring 2. See diagram 5 on page 6.

9  Hook large Crystal "E" into the leg bracket of ring 1. NOTE: Crystal "E" should line-up 
with Crystal "C".

10 Attach horse shoe bracket (with finial assembly attached) into holes in down light. Hook 
Crystal Chain "F" (large crystal at top) into the ring 7. Hook Crystal "G" into the washer on the 
finial assembly. See diagram 2 for detailed instructions.

11 Hook the bottom of Chains "F" into the washer. Close bottom hook after inserting into 
washer.

12 Hook Crystal "H" into the double slot of ring 6. See diagram 6 for detailed instructions. 
Hook Crystal "J" into the single slot of ring 6. See diagram 4 on page 6.

13  Hook Crystal "K" into the back slot of the "Y" bracket of ring 5. See diagram 3 for 
detailed instructions.

8 Hook Crystal "B" into the "plain" bracket of ring 2. See diagram 4 on page 6.
 Hook small Crystal "C" into every second "Y" bracket of ring 2. NOTE: Line-up with Ring 1 
bracket. Crystal "C" and Crystal "E" line-up with one another. See diagram 5 on page 6.
Hook large Crystal "D" into the remaining "Y" brackets on the ring 2. See diagram 5 on page 6.

9  Hook large Crystal "E" into the leg bracket of ring 1. NOTE: Crystal "E" should line-up 
with Crystal "C".

10 Attach horse shoe bracket (with finial assembly attached) into holes in down light. Hook 
Crystal Chain "F" (large crystal at top) into the ring 7. Hook Crystal "G" into the washer on the 
finial assembly. See diagram 2 for detailed instructions.

11 Hook the bottom of Chains "F" into the washer. Close bottom hook after inserting into 
washer.

12 Hook Crystal "H" into the double slot of ring 6. See diagram 6 for detailed instructions. 
Hook Crystal "J" into the single slot of ring 6. See diagram 4 on page 6.

13  Hook Crystal "K" into the back slot of the "Y" bracket of ring 5. See diagram 3 for 
detailed instructions. 
Hook Crystal "B" into the "plain" bracket of ring 5. See diagram 4 on page 6.
Hook small Crystal "C" into every second "Y" bracket of ring 5. See diagram 5 on page 6. Hook 
large Crystal "D" into the remaining "Y" brackets of ring 5.
