Raise metal canopy and decorative metal cover to ceiling and se-
cure to running thread with the screw collar. Supplied are 4 cable grips. Adjust along stem
wire and clip to support cable as desired. Cut suspension cable with cable cutters leaving
about 1/2" protruding from the bottom of the chandelier.
